Winter road closures
From early November to
early May most park roads
are closed. The exception
is the road in the park
between the North
Entrance and Cooke City.
It is open all year.

From mid-December to
early March, oversnow
vehicles may be used only
on the unplowed, groomed
park roads.

Get permits required for
backcountry camping and
trail maps at most ranger
stations. Do not use this
map for backcountry
hiking. There are almost
1,000 miles of trails.
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
